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Section 1: GWP CACENA Regional Secretariat
GWP CACENA participated in and supported the Conference of EECCA water-management organizations "Community of water professionals - a framework for interstate water cooperation"
The Conference was held at VNIIGiM named by A.N.Kostyakov (Moscow, Russia) on 8 November 2013. 

The main aims of the Conference were:  
• Political will for improvement and its implementation in practice 

• Implementation of IWRM  

• Water conservation - achievements over the five years  

• Public participation in water management  

• Improvement of water supply  

• Food-water-energy nexus and solution of related problems  

• Discussion of water sector problems in Eastern Europe, Caucasus and Central Asia (together with representatives from Central Europe (Romania and France))
Dr. V.I.Sokolov, Regional Coordinator of GWP CACENA, presented  the Program of Global Water Partnership for Caucasus and Central Asia for 2014-2016. He also presented the Final Resolutions of INBO World General Assembly and Tasks of EECCA Network proposed by Prof. V.A.Dukhovny, Executive Secretary of EECCA Network, Director of the Scientific-Information Center of the Interstate Commission for Water Coordination in Central Asia.
Representatives of the all eight CWPs of CACENA countries took part at the Conference of EECCA.
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GWP CACENA Regional Council meeting 
The GWP CACENA Regional Council Meeting was held on 7 November 2013 in Moscow (Russian Federation).  The RC members from all CACENA countries, and the representatives of some CWPs attended this meeting. They reported about their activities during 2013. Also they agreed and approved the GWP CACENA Regional Strategy for 2014-2019 and the Work Plan and Budget for 2014 as well as the Calendar of Events in 2014.
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Section 2: CWP- Armenia 
The Roundtable on the Water-Supply System Rehabilitation Project
Currently in the Sevan town the project on water-supply system rehabilitation financed by the Asian Development Bank is being implemented. Rehabilitation of the town water-supply system and construction of the new water-supply point at the Dzknaget River that flows into the Sevan Lake are the project tasks. CWP-Armenia organized the Roundtable dedicated to evaluation of the project impact on ecosystems of the Dzknaget River and the Sevan Lake. After discussion the project developers convinced participants of the short-term minimal impact of the project only during the construction time. They also promised that impact will be minimal because of the high quality of construction.
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CWP-Armenia participates in the OESD project "Development of the national strategy on sustainable sanitation in Armenia"
The first report "Assessment of current situation and outlook vision" is prepared and will be considered in December 2013 by various organizations as well the public discussion will be organized.

CWP-Armenia collaborates with the American University in Armenia
CWP-Armenia closely collaborates with the Environment Centre named Akopyan at the American University in Armenia. The project on investigation of potential treatment of wastewaters in the Tandzmut village (Armavir region), is developed and submitted jointly with Greek partners for financing. The project is already approved for financing and will start in December 2013.
GWP Water and Climate Programme
The meeting on the project presentation for residents of the Parakar village and other stakeholders was organized by CWP-Armenia. To gather people as much as possible, the announcement about meeting was prepared and disseminated amongst the potential stakeholders. Also the bulletin, PP-presentation were prepared by the National Project Coordinator, Ms. Hovsepyan. In total 45 people (representatives of schools, small business, village administration, as well the Mayor and others) were participated in the meeting. After the active discussion Mr. Vardanyan S., Mayor of Parakar, thanked CWP-Armenia for its choice of the Parakar village to implement the project.

To develop a methodology for secondary wastewater treatment in the Parakar village, as well as the execution plan and technical appraisal,  CWP-Armenia and LLC "JINJ" signed the agreement. JINJ's team implemented the preliminary investigations, and developed the treatment technology. Currently they prepare the execution plan (up to the end of December 2013).
The necessary documents for purchase of equipment and materials are being prepared.

Section 3: CWP- Azerbaijan
GWP Water and Climate Programme
The demonstration project is being implemented by CWP-Azerbaijan and the Public Association "Ecological - Land Reclamation Monitoring, SAF SU". The scientific production association of water engineering and land reclamation of Azerbaijan (SPA "AzGIM") is also involved.
The following needed preparatory works for the demonstration project were implemented:

· the pilot plot was selected;

· experimental sites  at the pilot plot were located;

· some improvements of irrigation and drainage systems at the pilot plot were done;

· positions of measuring devices and equipment were defined.

The pilot plot is situated in the Mugan'skaya Steppe at the Djafarkhanskaya experimental-land reclamation station that was built in 1941. This station has the irrigation and drainage system.
The experimental works will be conducted with cotton and alfalfa using various kinds of irrigation water (from irrigation channel - aryk, collector&drainage system, mixed water etc.). 

Now collection, analysis and systematization of existing materials and data as well preparatory field works (harvesting, ploughing, purchasing seeds etc.) are being continued.

Section 4: CWP-Georgia
The Roundtable "Increasing Awareness to Support Ratification of the Protocol on Water and Health in Georgia”
The Roundtable "Increasing Awareness to Support Ratification of the Protocol on Water and Health in Georgia" organized by CWP-Georgia jointly with the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia was held on 6 November 2013 in Tbilisi.

Representatives of various ministries, organizations and NGOs as well as UNECE were invited to participate in the Roundtable (Total: 30 participants). Ms. Nino Sharashidze, First Vice-Minister, opened this meeting.
Participants were informed about current situation of supplying the population with drinking water, and accession of countries to the Protocol. Ratification of the Protocol by Georgia in 2014 was discussed.
Participants discussed inclusion of target indicators definition into the National Policy Dialogues on Water being coordinated by CWP-Georgia. 
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Climate Change Week in Georgia
The "Greens Movement of Georgia" under support of EC organized the Climate Change Week on 4-10 November 2013 in Tbilisi and in some regions. CWP-Georgia took part in organization of the Week and participated also in this event.
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Ms. Khatuna Gogaladze, Minister of Environment Protection and Natural Resources, opened the Climate Change Week.  Lectures, seminars, sport events, the "cleaning actions" etc. were held within the Climate Change Week. More than 500 people (schoolchildren, students, representatives of ministries, organizations, local administrations) took part in the Week that was organized within the "Dirty Energy Month".
The Roundtable “Climate Change and Biodiversity” 
The Roundtable “Climate Change and Biodiversity” within the project "Climate Forum East" organized by the Red Cross Society of Georgia was held in the Conference Hall of the "Irmeni" Hotel, in Tbilisi, on November 18, 2013.
The workshop was attended by representatives of NGOs and various projects related to climate change (total: 22 participants). Participants were informed about activity of the NGOs network on the climate change issues. CWP-Georgia represented by Mr. George Dzamukashvili, and the Red Cross Society of Georgia drew up the Memorandum about Cooperation in Climate Change area.
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The Meeting "Gender Aspects in Water Supply and Sanitation in Georgia"

The "Greens Movement of Georgia" organized the Meeting "Gender Aspects in Water Supply and Sanitation in Georgia" on 19 November 2013 in Tbilisi.
The meeting was held in the Hall of Geographical Society of Georgia. Participants (physicians, representatives of NGOs) discussed gender issues and ratification of the Protocol on Water and Health. CWP-Georgia was  represented by Mr. George Dzamukashvili.

The field study was conducted and the water regime analysis has been started as well the analysis of the pilot field productivity and economic efficiency for 2011-2013 is being conducted. Also the method for water regime investigation, equipment and devices are being considered. The meeting of project executors at the pilot field was held on 11-13 November 2013. The work plan was prepared and discussed.
