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5.0 Conclusion.

In conclusion, the technical brief highlights the
challenges faced by IWRM and WASH in Uganda,
including limited financing due to various root
causes such as inadequate understanding,
insufficient long-term planning and budgeting, lack
of consideration for linkages between IWRM and
WASH, slow bureaucratic processes, environmental
factors, political factors, institutional capacity,
diversion of funds, low community contribution and
ownership, and governance issues. To address these
challenges, it is crucial to deepen understanding
among duty bearers and citizens, promote long-term
planning and budgeting, expand the scope of WASH,
streamline  bureaucratic  processes,  consider
environmental factors, and address political factors,
strengthen  institutional  capacity, encourage
community contribution and ownership, and ensure
accountability and good governance in IWRM and
WASH projects.

To bridge the financing gap, a multi-stakeholder
approach is required. Development partners
resources and by addressing the fundamentals of
national budgeting, promoting effective expenditure
of public resources, and supporting cost recovery
from user fees. Additionally, they can stimulate the
market for repayable finance, provide technical
assistance to government institutions, and support
reforms to create an enabling environment for
expanding the availability of repayable finance for
WASH providers.

By implementing these strategies, Uganda can unlock
the flow of funding, strengthen institutional
capacity, and overcome the root causes of limited
financing for both INRM and WASH. This will enable
the country to achieve sustainable water
management, improve access to clean water, and
promote the well-being and development of
communities. Collaboration among stakeholders is
essential in securing a better future where clean
water and sanitation services are accessible to all.
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
