NCWR Applications (II): Greywater Recycling

Recycling greywater:
• Increases water availability
• Reduces water demand from municipal water 

supply 
• Decreases wastewater load of sewerage systems
• Reduces energy consumption for water and 

wastewater transportation and/or for pumping 
groundwater

• Can be used for various purposes: landscaping, 
toilet flushing, irrigation, car washing, etc.

Greywater Recycling Applications

Malta College of Arts, Science & Technology, MT

National Swimming Pool, MT
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Small desalination units (Water Kiosks)

• RO units, with capacity  ~ 6m3/day
• Custom-made systems
• Used in small villages  and remote locations, 

only for drinking purposes
• Operate with coins – authorities decide on the 

cost per litre (usually 0.2-0.5 €/5L)
• Revenue covers operation and maintenance 

costs
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Water Efficiency: water saving devices & low flow equipment

▪ Discourage wasteful behaviour of 
users in facilities of increased 
consumption, e.g. swimming pool 
showers. 

▪ Decrease domestic consumption 
by 20-30% using water saving 
devices in households
