Almost all households in the

river basin have farmlands
(91% of the interviewees) -
orchards, vineyards and/or
vegetable gardens. Their sizes
for each household are as
follows:

* 71%-upto 0.5 ha,

* 11%- 0.5- lha,

* 9%-1-5ha.
The area of sown areas for each
household is mainly 1-5ha.
The studies showed that the
interviewed households in the
basin have on average 5-6
members. Both men and

women are engaged in

agricultural works. In 10% of

3.1.4.1 Drinking water supply

Drinking water supply in
Khrami-Debed river basin is
carried out either through
centralized system, or
individual wells. Water supply
duration is different in different
villages and their districts -
from 24-hour supply to lack of
water. Water supply regime is
regular in some villages and
irregular in others.

About 45% of the interviewed
households have taps in houses
or in yards. This, however does
not guarantee drinking water
availability.
