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Main Threats

The Sebou River basin is confronted with a decline in water
reserves and a high risk of pollution. The main threats identified
are :

• Overexploitation of groundwater resources for agricultural use

• Pollution of the water resources by solid waste and industrial
activities.

• Excessive harvesting of resources, particularly with regard to
hunting, poaching of birds and their eggs etc.

• Overexploitation of forests around lakes and overgrazing.

In the long term, this situation will lead to a decrease in water
supplies of good quality and will have an irreversible effect on
the environment and biodiversity.
